The Festival

Winterfest is a one day festival held indoors on “Main Street” of the Evergreen High School in
which approximately 2,000 people attend. It is hosted by the Center for the Arts Evergreen, a
nonprofit organization whose mission is “To promote and cultivate artistic excellence in the
visual and performing arts in order to enrich the art experience in our mountain community.”
Proceeds from Winterfest go to support arts programming year-round.

Booth Space:

Informational booths are available for $25 (no selling allowed). Nonprofits that wish to sell
items must receive approval and if accepted, are $87.50 (this is a 50% discount off of the
vendor booths).

Each nonprofit group will be provided a space measuring 10' x 10" or 12’ x 8 located in the
cafeteria. Nonprofit groups are to provide their own display booth, and all racks, tables
andlor other display materials. Specific booth assignments are available only at check in. All
booth locations are final.

Application

Please fill out the attached application and return with a $25 nonprofit booth fee. If you are
applying to sell items in your booth, the balance (minus the $25) will be due once your items
are approved in order to reserve your space. Checks should be made out to CAE.
Deadline for applications is October 28. Space is limited and may fill quickly- so please
apply as early as possible

Guidelines/Rules:
¢ Informational nonprofit booths are not allowed to sell any items (no exceptions)

¢ Nonprofit booths with items for sale must receive approval for all items
e Someone must be present in your booth for the entire festival

e The Center for the Arts Evergreen reserves the right to remove from the show those
items determined unsuitable for public display. This will be at the discretion of the
Center’s Executive Director

e Winterfest 201 | Festival Hours: Saturday, November 12" 9am-4pm
e Booth set up: Saturday, November 12% 6-8:30 am
e Entrance to the school is limited and items will need to be carted into the Festival.

e Exhibitors agree to abide by Winterfest parking regulations. After unloading, vehicles
must be moved to the designated vendor lot.
